The Governnent Degree Col |l ege Una has inplenented the choi ce-based
credit systemin undergraduate prograns fromthe session 2013-14 as
per the direction of H P. University. The students are given free
choi ce to choose their conbination of courses fromdifferent
prograns avail abl e as per guidelines and syll abus notified by

Hi machal Pradesh University. To widen their choices further, add-on
courses that are multidisciplinary in nature are offered at coll ege
| evel in collaboration with HPKVN. These courses are offered to the
students of all the disciplines. It will be the priority of our
col |l ege to expand nunber of Miltidisciplinary/interdisciplinary
courses fromthe next academ c session. In this process various
skill enhancenent courses, generic elective courses and ability
enhancenent courses will be opened for all the applicants.

Mul tidisciplinary courses |like environnental studies, ML ie
English, H ndi and Sanskrit are already offered to all the students.

The college is also offering BBA, BCA PGDCA, MA and MCA courses
under self-financing schene. These courses can be opted by the
students of any discipline. Keeping in view the problens faced by
the students, the college is planning to set up sone short term and
vocational courses. The aimis to nmake the students equi pped, so
that they don’t need to rely on Governnent jobs but instead pave a

way towards self-enploynent. It is planned that fromthe next
session, at the tinme of adm ssion the nunber of courses that are
interdisciplinary in nature will be expanded. Miltidisciplinary

courses like environnental studies, conputer science and research
nmet hodol ogy (add on) are already in pipe |ine.

Presently, the college is successfully running under graduate
vocati onal degree progranme in Retail Managenent and Hospitality and
Tourism as per the guidelines of USC and Governnent of H machal

Pradesh as well as affiliating university, i.e., H machal Pradesh
University, Shima since 2017. The progranme is divided into two
parts; one, general conponent and second, skill conponent. The

general conponent is being regul ated as per the regul ation of
affiliating university and directions of state governnent, whereas
t he second conponent is being regulated by the respective sector

skill council, Govt. of India. The general conponent is focused on

t he devel opment of soft skills and the skill conponent is focused on
the skill developnent in the | abs/classroons then by undergoing On
Job Training (QJT) as per the NSQF requirenent in different |ocation
and different levels of skill as notified by the governnent.

An attenpt will be nmade to involve experts fromindustries, National
Skill Devel opnment Councils (NSDCs), Alummi of the college to create
a unified platformfor |earners by mapping their skill and
certifications. The courses will be offered on hybrid node; on-line

as well as off-1ine.

col | ege.
