Governnent Col | ege Una has inplenented the choi ce-based credit
system (CBCS) in its undergraduate prograns since the 2013-14
academ c session and the post graduate CBCS system from 2022-23, in
accordance with the directives of H P. University. This system
grants students the freedomto select their preferred conbi nations
of courses froma variety of available prograns, adhering to the

gui del i nes and syl | abus set by H machal Pradesh University.

In a bid to enhance students' options, the college coll aborates with
HPKVN to provide nmultidisciplinary add-on courses that are
accessible to students fromall academ c backgrounds. Expandi ng the
range of nultidisciplinary and interdisciplinary courses is a key
priority for the college in the upcom ng academ c sessi on.

In pursuit of this goal, the college intends to introduce a w de
array of skill enhancenent courses, generic elective courses, and
ability enhancenent courses, all of which will be open to al
prospective students. The institution already offers

mul tidisciplinary courses |like environnental studies and ML
(English, Hndi, and Sanskrit) to cater to the diverse interests of
its student body.

Furt hernore, under a self-financing schene, the college offers
courses such as BBA, BCA, PGDCA, MBA, and MCA, which are avail able
to students fromany academ c discipline. The college is also
consi dering the introduction of short-term and vocati onal courses
designed to equip students with the skills needed for self-

enpl oynent, reducing their reliance on governnent jobs.
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Starting fromthe next academ c session, the college plans to expand
the range of interdisciplinary courses avail able during the

adm ssion process, enriching the educational offerings and

br oadeni ng students' perspectives. Governnent College Una is
commtted to providing a conprehensive and wel | -rounded educati on
that prepares students for a wi de range of career opportunities and
fosters entrepreneurship.

A nmgjority of
students except new entrants of Governnent Col | ege Una have
registered to avail the facility of online centralized system under
audit trail nanagenent for accunul ation, redenption and accounti ng
of credits awarded. In due course of tine ABC will ensure nobility,
academc flexibility and will allow the students of this college to
choose their own [earning path.
